· Read it aloud to see if the line breaks work for the emphasis.
· Experiment with line breaks and white space – try your poem a few different ways.
· Try using some repetition of words, sounds, or lines.

· Try using some surprising language.

· Experiment with using lists.

· Replace ordinary words with specific ones – for example, stronger verbs.

· Try different leads or endings.

· Try different titles.

· Try changing the order of your lines or stanzas.
