	Tips for the Unit
	· Establish expectations and routines for turn-and-talk during whole group lessons and interactive read aloud

· Establish long-term reading partnerships
· Grade 5 students have strong foundations in the practices above!  You may want to ask your grades 3 and 4 colleagues to borrow their anchor charts for these routines and strategies in order to remind students of their past learning and to lift the pace and rigor of this unit for fifth graders.  It will start the year off with high expectations in a supportive manner.  Of course, you will want to create your own charts during this unit for housing in your classroom long term, and to adapt to fifth grade expectations.  It would be so much fun to have a minilesson in which you highlight the growth from grade 1 to grade 3 to grade 5 via anchor charts in their thinking about annotating text!
· Short memoirs that you may be using for your writing workshop could also be used to show thinking across texts during your reading minilessons.

	Classroom Library
	· The classroom library should have a range of texts in terms of complexity, genre, authors and length to appeal to the diversity of readers in your classroom

· Books can be organized by author, genre, text type

· Some portion of the library may be leveled  
· It is suggested that only a portion of the library is “rolled out” in the beginning; new sections can be made available over time to add fresh interest to the library for future units

	Materials and Resources
	· Read-alouds that inspire rich conversations
· Reader’s Notebooks that have sections: for example, Reading Log, Try It!  for exercises from minilessons, Independent Thinking for annotations and stop and jots, Longer Writing for longer responses to text, and Favorite Lines for those memorable phrases, lines, and quotes from favorite books
· Charts related to routines and expectations for Reading Workshop, particularly expectations related to independent reading and partner conversations
· Active engagement anchor charts 

· Thinking and talking strategy bookmarks 

	Assessment
	· QRI (oral reading)
· Silent/written reading assessment (TBD)
· Optional: Student self-assessment and interest inventory

	Celebrations
	Readers can reflect on their reading lives.   
· Students can look at their reading logs and analyze their reading life with a partner.

· Students can look across their sticky notes and notebook entries to see what kind of thinking they have been developing.
· Students can reflect on what authors, genres, and kinds of novels they are most enjoying and which they are still interested in but haven’t tried yet.
· Students can write brief reflections describing discoveries they’ve made about themselves and create a personal reading plan for independent and shared reading in the months to come.
